Winona Catalyst – Grace College

to a community health space. The board deliberated and determined that it would be best for the 
project to only assume the projects that are currently fully funded and reduce the total project scope, 
with the help of staff to approximately $50 million. Jeff Turner made a motion to approve the award 
for $2.53 million. Bob Marshall seconded, and the motion passed unanimously. 
 
Bluffton Childcare 
Ashliegh King and Trent Claybaugh presented the addition of a $400,000 request to a the Bluffton Senior 
Apartments. This request would be used to build out a space on the property to double the YMCA’s 
infant capacity for the County. The board determined that the award would be conditional on the 
delivery of satisfactory supplemental financial information from the YMCA. Bob Marshall made a 
motion to approve the award for. Jeff Turner seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.
